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NOTE: 1. To ensure a continuous air barrier across the building envelope, a continuous air seal should be made at each
substrate change, joints/gaps, penetrations and dissimilar material terminations. These must be a
consideration of the designer in the overall wall assembly design.

2. The Length of the Sleeve = Total thickness of the system
3. The fastener and the construction to which it connects must be designed and installed to carry all of the loads
on them without transferring any of those loads to the EIFS.
